The following information in Day 08 helps you to review the internet publicity that is accessible by going to the Tyndale House Publisher website and the Zondervan Publishers websites.  You may want  to verify and/or to up-date the information they provide about their own publication.  

    These current facts were on their individual websites in 2005.   (See the box with the “Exercise Options” for both Study Bibles for a web site address as of 10-28-06.)

    Take quality time to review them and then compare their information with our re-arranged seven lesson contents in E-Mail 01.a Exercise for Table of Contents Charts for our SEVEN LESSON E-COURSE STUDY --- “Double Your Bible Study Pleasure.”  (“DYSBP”)


