Is there a “Bottom Line” difference between LASB & NIVSB?

Life Application® Study Bible – New Living Translation (Tyndale House Publishers)  = Generally emphasizes Practical Application – a Bible for the heart. (Devotional Ideas) 6.3 Grade Vocabulary

New International Version Study Bible (ZondervanTM)  =  Generally focuses on Factual Information – a Bible for the head.  (Intellectual Details) 7.8 grade Vocabulary.

Both have a valuable contribution to make in “doubling your Bible study pleasure.”
E-Study Course Digest – This lesson points out the two different approaches to introducing their Study Bible to the reader.  It is valuable orientation material.  It might be helpful to review it  again after you have had opportunity to become acquainted with other different Study Bibles.

EXERCISE: Lesson 2A ~   Introductory Pages of Two Study Bibles

Explore the “Lead-In” and “Introductory Pages” to Appreciate the Key Study Helps and Overview of the Life Application Study Bible in general. 

SUGGESTION:  

· Review the LASB list of Bible Translators and the books they worked on. Pages xix-xx.  Note the very widely represented evangelical scholars --- almost 100 of them  who worked for almost ten years.  That impresses me.  So does the 6.3 grade congregationally readable, memorizable, and understandable everyday English (comparing favorably with the fifth and sixth grade level vocabulary we read  in the print media and hear on our radio and television sets --- or is it on the “Ipod” or “Blackberry”!

· Review the LASB list of Youth For Christ Life Application Study Bible Notes Contributors.    Page xxi   We attended a series of LASB “How To” interactive workshops with one of the “Senior Editor Team” members in Roatan and LeCeiba, Honduras in 2004 to learn much of what we share in this e-course.

NIVSB-2002:   Page xix =  Contributors   &   Pages vii, viii = Table of Contents.  The TNIVSB-2006: Contributors are listed on Page xx.  The Table of Contents are on pages vii & viii.
