E-Study Course Digest ~  This Lesson needs to be reviewed from time to time (at least yearly).  In my personal experience I knew these items were there and I did use them on rare occasions  when I started a individual book Bible Study, but I should have used them much more for personal enrichment.   

   Referring back to the Book Introductions should become a regular habit -– especially when involved in a reading through the Bible in a year and or in reading an individual book that we will be using in a Bible study group,  in a family devotional experience, or in our personal devotional studies.       

     This important lesson helps one to understand what is included in the introduction section. This is one of the most neglected, and yet useful, pieces of information in a Study Bible. It gives an overview and background of an entire book.   It serves as a reminder that there is much more information in this “TREASURE CHEST” (Study Bible) available than we may have time to research it to the limit.   [Remember, the best Study Bibles have more pages of helps (“treasures to mine”) than the actual text of the Bible itself.  

NOTE:  I was curious, so I just checked.   My non-reference Bible with 56 pages of introduction and “verse-finder” helps with  the same size print and page size  has a total of  962 pages.  

My Study Bible published by the same publisher has 2412 pages --- that amounts to  1450 more  pages of study aids.  The “virtual library” of study notes researched  from over 200 reference help books is significantly larger than the text of God’s written Word.   That gives you two and one-half books to one.]
Taking the time to take in the whole picture is rewarding beyond what you may have ever expected.    If one is able to get a grasp of broad context  and organization of a book, he or she is able to gather more of the helpful specific details of the particular reference.  The problem is that the time is not usually taken to study the background and the organization of books.

These relevant references provide the Bible’s own best commentary on its applicable truths.
