LESSON - 5  ~  THREE KINDS OF LASB MAPS

E-Study Course Digest ~ Bible Geography is probably the most unfamiliar and unused of the seven Study Bible features. You are encouraged to discover the excitement of designing a Bible study course using use the KEY PLACES and IN-TEXT MAPS to put together a series of “GEOGRAPHICAL WALK-THROUGHS” for historical Bible Books or major characters like Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, Joshua, Saul, or David in the Old Testament.  

In Luke 24:27 Jesus did an “Old Testament Walk-Through” on the Emmaus Road west of Jerusalem.  “Jesus quoted passages from the writings of Moses and all the prophets, explaining what all the Scriptures said about himself.”  You can re-trace those steps by using the Index to Maps or by simply paging through the historical books with Key Maps and/or watching for the In-Text Maps of the Old Testament.  Find the road to Emmaus on the Key Map of Luke and of the In-Text Map on page 1743 of the LASB-2004.

Stephen followed Christ’s model in two ways:  First, he duplicated Christ’s Old Testament walk-through in Acts 7.  Second,  Stephen followed Christ’s prayer of forgiveness for those who persecuted Him.  Acts 7:60 records his prayer: “Lord, don’t charge them with this sin.”   
Philip on the road to Gaza found the Ethiopian reading Isaiah and asked him: “Do you understand what you are reading?  The man replied, ‘How can I, when there is no one to instruct me?’ “ (Acts 8:31)  After the Ethiopian asked Philip who Isaiah was talking about, Philip “began with this same Scripture and then used many others to tell him the Good News about Jesus.”  (Imagine what would happen today in our age of cyberspace.”   [American Heritage Dictionary: cy·ber·space (sī'bər-spās) a noun: “The electronic medium of computer networks, in which online communication takes place.”] 

In the New Testament you can “Walk Where Jesus Walked” in the individual books of the Gospels.   In the Book of Acts you can trace the record of the expansion of the Church Christ promised --- including the journeys of the Apostle Paul.  

A geographical study would be helpful when introducing a study series in a book of the Bible or a Bible character study series.
1. “KEY PLACES MAPS” are located in the introductory notes for 11 historical Old Testament Books and 5 New Testament  Books --- the 4 Gospels and Acts --- showing the geographical location where historical events took place in that book.  LABNLT-John ~ Page 18 

2. CHART TO “IN-TEXT” MAPS ~ (200 + In-Text  Maps) With over 200 maps available within the text and book introductions, it’s like having an atlas built right into your Bible! [Paul’s Maps = Acts 15]   

3. KEY COLOR MAPS ~ There about 16 attractive located at the end of the Bible.
