LESSON - 7  ~  LASB CONCORDANCE ~ DICTIONARY

E-Study Course Digest ~  What can we tell you about using a concordance?  The concordance has been the most widely published Bible Study aid in the last 100 years.   

It is so common that most people probably take it too much for granted and have never really  spent more time than it takes to satisfy an immediate one time need of locating a specific word or verse.  

This E-Course should help you to “enjoy the fruits of your concordance visit again `for the first time.” (With apologies to the breakfast cereal ad.)  Coupled with the “Master Index” you will have the whole Bible at your finger tips.  This lesson and its exercise will explain what many people did not know about a concordance and its usefulness.  You can even play games with it. (See the “Sword Drill” exercise below.)

    (Last feature before the Color Maps) [LAB1 Pages 2081-2171 = 90 Pages;  LAB2   Pages 2331-2412 =  81 pages]; NIVSB Pages 2435-2500]  (Different Study Bible editions may have different page numbers but the features will be in the index.)
    When you can recall a word or phrase in the Bible and wonder where to find it, you will find the word somewhere from Genesis to Revelation.  [Note: If you are unable to find the verse you want in one of the very fine Study Bible concordances, you may need to consult a complete concordance that lists every word in the Bible. Strong’s, New International Version, and New Living Translation.]
          The Study Bible concordance lists key words (like “love”) in alphabetical order in the concordance.  The verse references themselves are arranged in the concordance in their chronological order from Genesis to Revelation. Each word in the concordance reference is followed by a brief biblical definition or description.  

     The fastest way to locate a verse in the concordance is to look up the most important or unusual (rare) word of the specific Bible text or verse.  Often the word least used is the word of choice. Then you would look for it where you might expect to find it in its chronological order in the Old or New Testament.  The concordance appears in more Bibles today than any other single Bible study aid.

Practice finding familiar and favorite text references by looking up key words in the Concordance to gain experience and skill in its use. 


 [In an earlier generation the popular way to learn the books of the Bible was the game called a “Sword Drill” named after Gideon’s Sword (Judges 7:20) and Ephesians 6:17. 

      The Leader announces a Bible reference and gives the signal to “Charge”!  The first to put the finger on the reference in the Bible gained a point.    


A “Reverse Sword Drill” would involve quoting a verse [like John 3:16]  and have your Study Bible group use their own concordance to locate the verse reference where it is found in their concordance.]
